On November 21st, the 

Orthodox Church 

celebrates the Feast of 

the Entrance of the 

Theotokos into the 

Temple. While not found 

in the canonical New 

Testament, this Feast is 

recorded in apocryphal 

texts, specifically the 

Protoevangelium of 

James and the Gospel of 

Pseudo-Matthew. 

Tradition holds that after twenty years of 

childlessness and fervent prayer, Joachim and 

Anna were promised by an angel that they would 

have a child. In gratitude, they vowed to dedicate 

this child to the service of God. They named their 

daughter Maryam (Mary). 

At three years old, Mary was taken by her 
parents to Solomon's Temple to fulfill their 
vow. Zechariah, the High Priest, received her, 
blessed her, and led her into the Holy of Holies, 
prophesying her future role in God's plan: "The 
Lord will exalt your name throughout all 
generations; through you will come blessings 
to the nations, and through your lineage, 
redemption to the nations." Mary remained in 
the Temple until she was fourteen, later 
betrothed to Joseph and becoming the mother 
of Jesus. 

The Feast of the Entrance of the Theotokos 
signifies the beginning of the New Testament 
and the initiation of the work of salvation that 
Christ would fulfill on the cross. It celebrates 
Mary becoming the living Temple of God, 
foreshadowing the mystery of the Incarnation. 
The liturgy proclaims Mary as a sanctified 
vessel, a living tabernacle for the Incarnate 
Word of God. Just as the Holy of

Holies in the Old Testament was the exclusive 
dwelling place of God's Divine Presence, Mary 
becomes the living Holy of Holies in the New 
Testament, bearing within her the fulfillment of 
the divine promise: "Christ, God, 'Today the 
living temple, the temple of the great King, 
enters into the Temple, to prepare a divine 
abode. Wherefore, O ye nations, 
rejoice." (Orthros of the Feast). 
 

The Feast of the Entrance of the Theotokos calls 
for reflection on the mystery of the Incarnation 
and our own potential for unity with God. It 
opens to us the way to enter the Lord's heavenly 
altar and challenges us to recognize our calling to 
become, like Mary, living temples of God. 
 

How do we become living temples of God? This 
transformation begins with our initiation into the 
Church. In emulating the Theotokos, who 
entered the Temple to become the sanctified 
abode of Christ, we, too, are called to the Church 
to become temples for God, vessels for Christ, 
and bearers of His divine grace. We are 
consecrated through participation in the Church's 
sacramental life, especially the holy Eucharist, 
becoming a dwelling place where God resides. 
 

As we celebrate the Theotokos' entrance into the 
Temple, let us strive to become sanctified 
temples for God. As parents and guardians, we 
are reminded of our sacred duty to guide our 
children spiritually. Just as Joachim and Anna 
brought the young Mary to the Temple as a living 
testament of faith and devotion, we should take 
this to heart and nurture our children in faith and 
the boundless love of Christ. 

The Feast of the Entrance of the Theotokos is not 
merely a liturgical celebration but a mystical 
event that invites us all to renew our spiritual 
journey to become true, pure, and holy temples 
of God: a living church community where God 
dwells.
